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Turnbuckle Assist

The turnbuckle assist is designed for secondary holding
purposes and is used primarily for supporting anchoring
stands that extended upward to secure high ground
clearance vehicles. Turnbuckles may also be used as a
tie down attachment to hold a vehicle’s structural com-
ponents secure while pulls are being made at the oppo-
site end of the vehicle. Using the turnbuckle assist as
the only means of holding the vehicle, however, is not
recommended. The device consists of a cylindrical cen-
ter unit which features adjustable hooks at each end.

Figures 1 and 2 show the turnbuckle assist supporting a
suspension mount tube secured in an anchoring stand
base. Atriangle, pin and shackle are used to secure the
device to the anchoring stand assembly whereas at the
opposite end, a hook holds firmly to the tie down hole.
After installing the device as shown, tension is adjusted
by rotating the cylindrical center unit.
